Auditions will take place the week of May 10th,
2010. Placement is competitive and based on your audition score and teacher recommendations. Students will be judged on tone, intonation,
rhythm, technique, musical interpretation and scale proficiency.

e  Philharmonic Orchestra (6™ grade-9™ grade): This group offers an intermediate level full orchestra experience. Rehearsals are Monday,
6:00-8:00 p.m. at Olathe South High School. The first rehearsal will be on Monday, September 13, 2010.
e  Symphony Orchestra (9™ grade-12™ grade): This group offers an advanced full orchestra experience. Younger students with significant
playing experience may also audition for this group. Rehearsals are Monday, 6:00-8:00 p.m. at Olathe South High School. The first
rehearsal will be on Monday, September 13, 2010.

How Do I AUDITION?

1. Complete the 2010-11 application form at the bottom of this document.

2. Register early! Auditions are scheduled on a first-come, first-serve basis.

3. Mail $5.00 audition fee (non-refundable) and complete application form, postmarked no later than April 26, 2010 to:

. Upon receipt of the application, an audition date and time, as well as all audition requirements will be mailed to you.

5. All auditions are held the week of May 10™, 2010 at Olathe South High School, 1640 E. 151, Olathe, KS.

WHEN WILL I KNOW THE AUDITION RESULTS?

Audition results will be mailed the week of June 1, 2010. If you are accepted into one of the ensembles, the 2010-11 patrticipation fee ($120) and
signed participation contract must be received by July 1, 2010 to hold your place in the ensemble. The participation fee is fully refundable
through the first rehearsal. No refunds will be given after September 14, 2010.
